If you have items that you wish to sell on eBay, consider designating a portion of the proceeds (after expenses) to help support KGLP (the charity you would specify would be Gallup Public Radio, which is listed as a charity on eBay).
Another option is to donate items to KGLP that might be auctioned on eBay.  For more information on this or on running eBay auctions, you can call 505-863-7626 or email manager@kglp.org.

When and if you’re ready to set up an auction, you would log in to your eBay account and then select “Sell” -  A drop-down menu will appear.  When you select “Sell for Charity” in the drop-down menu, you will see information on how to give to charity.  You can designate that anywhere from 10% to 100% of the auction proceeds go to Gallup Public Radio.
If you have never auctioned on eBay, you will want to familiarize yourself with the process, at eBay.com.

The simplest and most effective approach is specify local pickup of the item, especially when weight dramatically affects shipping cost.  You could also indicate in the description that if someone still wishes to bid but lives outside KGLP’s listening area or otherwise needs to have the item shipped, that they would need to add the least expensive shipping cost to their order should they win the auction.

(In the event that shipping is going to be offered, you should determine the weight and dimensions of the package that you would be shipping, and if needed, indicate on the auction that shipping costs would be calculated as soon as an auction is done.)

You must also indicate whether returns would be accepted when you first set up your auction.  If you don’t do this, you may not be able to edit the listing later.
